Primeland Cooperatives is responsible for ensuring that all employees, contractors and vendors are 
protected during plant emergencies including chemical release, fire, severe weather or other events.  Each 
facility is assessed to determine the risks and actions necessary to protect the individuals and the processes.  
This policy provides the tools necessary to implement the appropriate action during a plant emergency

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4.0 EMERGENCY NOTIFICATION

Emergency notification will be completed as follows:

An “emergency” may occur from other than listed above.  For unusual events, employees will use all 
available means to notify area management/personnel of an emergency situation.  Portable air-horns are 
provided at bins and silos to provide additional warning signals to notify plant personnel.

5.0 FACILITY-SPECIFIC PLANS 

The Craigmont Operations are located at three separate areas within the city of Craigmont including the 
Farm Store (Retail) which includes Cardtrol Fuel located at 221 Front Street, the Agronomy operations 
located at 707 East Highway 95.  The Seed Plant and Grain Storage is located on North Division Street and 
a wood crib elevator located on Front Street in Craigmont.  Pre-plan information is provided to the Lewis 
County Sheriffs Department that identifies main electrical shutoff and water supply for fire suppression.  
Pre-plan information also indicates special hazards for technical rescue from elevated surfaces and from 
within grain bins and silos.

- Anhydrous Ammonia storage is located at the Highway 95 location.  The tank is located adjacent to 
the chemical building and is approximately 200 feet northwest from the office complex.  In 
accordance with the Clean Air Act, a Risk Management Plan for Anhydrous has been completed and 
is on location at the Craigmont Main Office. 

- Farm Store operations includes public/commercial motor fuel sales at a 24-hour Cardtrol Pump 
including pumps for dispensing unleaded and diesel fuels.  Retail sales include some farm/home 
chemicals in liquid and solid formulations – all rated as consumer commodities.  

- Agronomy operations involve multiple pesticides and herbicides that are handled from single-gallon 
containers to bulk materials.  Plans include first aid response and measures to take in the event of a 
spill or release.

- Grain products are stored in wooden cribs, steel bins and concrete elevators at the Division Street 
and Front Street facilities.  Emergency plan information includes procedures for fire, medical, rescue 
and confined space emergencies
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- At the Ferdinand Facility, a 26,000-gallon anhydrous ammonia tank is located south and east of the 
Ferdinand facility.  Designated employees from the Craigmont and Cottonwood facilities are 
responsible for typical NH3 transfer and delivery.   In accordance with the Clean Air Act, a Risk 
Management Plan for Anhydrous has been completed and is on location at the Ferdinand Scale 
Office. 

- Three facilities exist in Reubens – Grain storage, seed storage and dry fertilizer operation.  
Fertilizers at the Reubens location are dry and do not pose a catastrophic release potential that would 
harm the environment

- Responding to facility emergencies at these locations is the primary responsibility of the Lewis and 
Idaho County Sheriff and the Idaho State Police.  Hazardous materials response is dependent on the 
type of emergency and resources from the are who would act as response agencies

- Rural areas (Reubens, Ferdinand) with grain storage facilities have a combination of wooden cribs, 
concrete elevators or steel bins.  Grain storage facilities are operated only seasonally and do not store 
hazardous materials.  Employees are informed of the other risks associated with grain facilities and 
are responsible for notifying management of emergency situations

6.0 MEDICAL EMERGENCY 

Primeland provides first aid, CPR training to various employees responsible for first aid and medical 
emergency response.  Notification of trained responders is achieved through telephone land-line, paging 
systems, portable radios, and cell phones.  Instructions are posted at communication centers that provide 
emergency contact information.  First aid responders are trained to provide basic first aid to the injured 
until ambulance personnel arrive.  No responder will place themselves in imminent danger during 
emergencies.  If it is not possible to perform rescue without placing rescuers in danger, rescue will wait for 
professional rescue teams and assist as needed.

7.0 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS INCIDENTS

Spill response kits are provided throughout the facility for small spills or releases.  Documentation is 
provided for emergency notification of on-site personnel in the event of a significant release.  Spill 
Response Training is provided to personnel that assures responders take the appropriate steps in mitigating 
the spill and preventing additional release to the environment.

At the Craigmont Farm Store, Bulk fuel is located in aboveground (AST) and underground storage tanks 
(UST).  The AST units are in secondary containment areas that will capture spills or releases from these 
tanks.  All UST’s are equipped with electronic leak detection that continually reads tank levels and 
performs line testing.

A 250-gallon propane (LPG) cylinder is used for consumer bottles only and is located 10 feet north of the 
farm store. The LPG cylinder is equipped with an emergency valve closure in the event of a fire during 
bottle filling
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8.0 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS INCIDENT RESPONSE – ANHYDROUS AMMONIA

Anhydrous ammonia is located at the northeast section of the Highway 95 location (Concrete elevator).  On 
occasion, small leaks may be observed at the ammonia bottle, identified either from the odor of ammonia, 
or a white fog emitting from the source of the leak.  Responders are to approach with caution, wearing 
personal protective equipment (PPE) and atmospheric monitoring to investigate small leaks or reports of 
odor around the anhydrous bottle.  Responders are trained to investigate mitigate small leaks, including the 
securing of valves or shutting down the electrical power to the anhydrous transfer pump. 

Note:
Any event that creates strong odor or a large white fog will require an immediate withdrawal of the 
immediate area and contacting police and fire to assist with area control at the entry points to the 
Craigmont location (Highway 95 Business Loop access).  Depending on weather and wind direction
(predominant west wind), additional actions, including public notification referenced in the Risk 
Management Plan may be required.  Immediate evacuations may include the Chemical Shed, Main 
office building and dry fertilizer plant – dependant on event details and wind speed.

In the event of a catastrophic failure of a hose or connection during anhydrous transfer, the person 
tending the transfer shall locate the master switch for the transfer pump, located inside the chemical 
shed, and disengage the pump from that location, and evacuate the area and notify facility 
management of the situation.

8.0 SEVERE WEATHER

Occasional weather events occur that places employees and facilities at risk.  Advanced weather warnings 
provide opportunity to prepare for these events by taking proactive steps to assure personnel safety and 
facility security during the event.  Severe thunderstorms can occur suddenly and employees are directed to 
shelter in place to ensure personal safety.

9.0 FACILITY EVACUATIONS

In the event that an evacuation of the facility is required, all employees shall evacuate the building and 
report to the assigned gathering area.  Members of the Location Management team (refer to Section 2) are 
responsible for accounting for all employees, visitors, vendors and contractors.  Methods of communicating 
and notification can be completed using plant radios or cell phones to ensure that all buildings have been 
cleared and all persons are present at the gathering area.

In the event of an evacuation, Location Management, or designated person(s) are to assure that all 
employees, customers, vendors and other visitors are accounted for at the gathering area(s) indicated on the 
evacuation instructions.  
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10.0 ADDITIONAL FACILITY/PERSONNEL RISK

Security risks evaluated at this facility includes threats from external sources that include domestic violence 
against employees, breaches in security by attempted theft of fuels, etc., that may cause facility damage and 
willful vandalism.

12.0 EMPLOYEE TRAINING

All Primeland employees will receive general awareness training pertaining to the plan and the recognition 
and response to plant emergencies.  Those individuals recognized as responders shall receive in-depth 
training on responding to plant emergencies.  

Training also includes basic fire safety including fire extinguisher use, locations of employee gathering 
areas, and location of emergency phones including a review of the instructions posted at those phones.
